1. SAFETY

1.1 HOW TO READ THE MANUAL
Some paragraphs in the manual containing important information regarding safety and operation are emphasised in the
following ways.

Positions refer such as “front”, “back”, “left” or “right” hand side, refer to forward travel direction.

| IMPORTANT I For all operations regarding the use and maintenance of the engine not described in this manual, refer to

the relevant manuals which form an integral part of all the documentation supplied with the machine.

1.2 GENERAL SAFETY REGULATIONS

5. Read carefully before using the machine.

A) TRAINING - Read the instructions carefully.
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6. Be familiar with the controls and how to use the equipment properly.
Never let children or people unfamiliar with these instructions use the machine. Local regulations can restrict the age of

the user.

Never mow while people, especially children, or pets are nearby; Never mow while dark.

Keep in mind that the operator or user is responsible for accidents or hazards occurring to other people or their

property.

Do not carry passengers.

— All drivers should seek and obtain professional and practical instruction. Such instruction should emphasise:

—the need for care and concentration when working with ride-on machines;

—you cannot use the brake to regain control of a ride-on machine sliding down a slope.
The main reasons for loss of control are:

—insufficient wheel grip;

—over-speeding;

—inadequate braking;

—the type of machine is unsuitable for its task;



—unawareness of the effect of ground conditions, especially slopes;

—incorrect hitching and load distribution
B) PREPARATION

00

While mowing, always wear sturdy footwear and long trousers. Do not operate the equipment barefoot or wearing

open sandals. Thoroughly inspect the area where the equipment is to be used and remove all objects which can be

ejected from the machine, such as twigs, branches, stones, and other debris.
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DANGER! Petrol is highly flammable:
— store fuel in containers specifically designed for this purpose;
— refuel outdoors only and do not smoke while refueling;
Add fuel before starting the engine. Never remove the cap of the fuel tank or add petrol while the engine is
running or when the engine is hot;
—if you spill petrol, do not start the engine and move the machine away from the area of spillage. Do not
create any source of ignition until the petrol vapors have evaporated;

— put back and tighten all fuel tank and container caps securely.

- Replace faulty silencers.

- Before use, always inspect the machine to check that the blades, blade bolts and cutter assembly are not worn
or damaged. Replace worn or damaged blades and bolts in sets to preserve balance.

- On multi-bladed machines, remember that the rotation of one blade can cause other blades to rotate.

NOTICE! — Always check the engine oil is the correct level before starting. Check the engine manual for further details.

C) OPERATION

1) Do not start the engine in a confined space where dangerous carbon monoxide fumes can collect.

2) Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

3) Before starting the engine, disengage the blades and shift into neutral.

4) Do not use the machine on slopes with longitudinal gradients of more than 15°(27%). Do not use the
machine on slopes with lateral gradients above 10°(18%).

5) Remember there is no such thing as a “safe” slope. Travelling on grass slopes requires particular care.

To guard against overturning:

—do not stop or start suddenly when going up or downhill;

—engage the drive slowly and always keep the machine in gear, especially when travelling downhill;

—machine speeds should be kept low on slopes and during tight turns;

—stay alert for humps and hollows and other hidden hazards;

—never mow across the face of the slope.

—use care when pulling loads or using heavy equipment:

—use only approved drawbar hitch points;

—limit loads to those you can safely control;

—do not turn sharply. Use care when reversing;

—use counterweight(s) or wheel weights whenever advised in the instructions manual.

6) Stop the blades before crossing surfaces other than grass.

7) Never use the machine with damaged guards, or without the safety protective devices in place.

8) Do not change the engine governor settings or overspeed the engine. Operating the engine at excessive speed can

increase the risk of personal injury.



9) Before leaving the driving seat:
-disengage the blades and lower the attachments;

—go into neutral and apply the parking brake;

—stop the engine and remove the ignition key.

10) Disengage the blades, stop the engine and remove the ignition key:
— before clearing blockages or unclogging the collector channel;

— before cleaning, checking or servicing the machine;

— after striking a foreign object. Inspect the machine for damage and make repairs before restarting and operating the
machine;
—If the machine starts to vibrate abnormally (check for the causes immediately).

11) Disengage the blades for transport or whenever they are not in use.
12) Stop the engine and disengage the blades:
—before refueling;

—before making height adjustments unless adjustment can be made from the operator’s position.

13) Reduce the throttle during engine run-out. If the engine is provided with a shut-off
14) Cut off the fuel with the fuel valve when you have finished mowing.

15) Watch out for traffic when crossing or near roadways.

16) Never direct discharge of material towards bystanders nor allow anyone near the machine while in operation.

D) MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE
1) Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the equipment is in safe working condition.

2) Never store the equipment with petrol in the tank inside a building where fumes may reach an open flame or spark.

3) Allow the engine to cool before storing in any enclosure.

4) To reduce fire hazards, keep the engine, silencer, battery compartment and petrol storage area free of grass, leaves,
or excessive grease.

5) Check the grass-catcher frequently for wear or deterioration.

6) Replace worn or damaged parts for safety purposes.

7) If the fuel tank has to be drained, this should be done outdoors.

8) On multi-bladed machines, remember that the rotation of one blade can cause other blades to rotate.

9) When the machine is to be parked, stored or left unattended, lower the cutting means unless a positive mechanical

lock is used.

1.3 SAFETY LABELS
Your machine must be used with care. This is why labels with illustrations have been placed on the machine, to remind you
of the main precautions to take during use. These labels are to be considered an integral part of the machine. Should a label

come off or become illegible, contact your dealer to replace it. Their meaning is explained below.

4.1 UNPACKING

1. Open the package carefully and do not lose components.

2. Check the documentation in the box, including these instructions.

3. Remove all parts from the box.

4, Take the following precautions to remove the machine from the packaging:

- Move the machine assembly to its maximum height to prevent damage when the machine is lifted from the base tray;
- Lift the machine off the base plate.

5. OPERATING THE RIDE-ON TRACTOR

5.1 PRELIMINARY OPERATIONS

5.1.1 Filling with oil and fuel

5.1.2 Seat adjustment

IMPORTANT

Check for fuel and oil level before using the machine.
The correct oil and amount of oil must be used
before starting the engine.

Permanent damage to the engine will be caused by

the incorrect oil being used or the incorrect amount
of oil.

Adjust through the bolts at the bottom of the seat to select the most comfortable position.

5.1.3 Battery cable connection

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5.2 PREPARING THE MACHINE BEFORE STARTING WORK
The machine can be used to mow lawns in many different ways; Before you begin, prepare your machine according

to how your lawn will be mowed.

5.2.1 Preparation for grass mulching function

Install the mulching plug as shown on the below

Set the throttle speed to the "START” position.
Insert the ignition key and turn it to “ON” for electrical contact, then turn it to “START”, to start the
engine.

Release the ignition key after the engine starts.
- Once the engine is started, switch throttle control to the minimum speed position.

DRIVE WITHOUT CUTTING

Adjust the cutting height to the highest position.
Move the clutch handle to the halfway point between the drive speed positions.
For the hydraulic type model, to control the speed with the foot pedal.

At the rear of the ride-on tractor is a lever that enables or disables the drive. Move the paddle to the right side.

Disabling the drive allows the tractor to be pushed.

5.4 CUTTING

- Adjust the cutting height to the suitable
position. The cutting height adjust from
30-75mm, position 1 to 6.




- Switch throttle control to the “MAX” speed position.
- Move the blade clutch at the OPEN “B” position. The grass bag must be installed in the right place.
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5.5 REVERSE CUT

Press the brake pedal until the machine stops;
Engage the blade clutch, moving the handle to the OPEN “B” position.
Press the “REVERSE CUT” button when reverse cutting and press the back pedal.

5.6 BRAKE
Press the brake pedal to reduce the speed until it stops the tractor.

Select the blade clutch lever CLOSE “B” position.
Engage the park brake button selecting the “P” position on the console whilst the foot brake is engaged,

then release the foot brake pedal.

5.7 GRASS CATCHER EMPTYING
The grass catcher can only be emptied with the cutting blade disengaged; lifting the collector will stop the engine.

- Reduce engine speed;

- Engage the parking brake if on slopes

- Take hold of the rear lever and tip the grass
collector to empty it.

5.8 STOP THE ENGINE

- Disengage the blade by moving the blade clutch lever to the “CLOSE” position.

- Switch off the engine by turning the ignition key to Off.
- Remove the key.

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5.9 AFTER USE
- Allow the engine to cool before storing in an enclosed space.
- Clean. Connect the water pipe with the water nozzle to clean the blade and deck.

5.10 STORAGE OF THE BATTERY
The battery must always be stored dry and warm during the winter. Never expose it to low temperatures. Charge the
battery completely before storing and then place the lawn rider in a place where it is not exposed to frost.

Alternatively cover the battery with a thick carpet or similar, If the rider is in a shed/garage where there may be cold.
Charge the battery 1-2 times during the winter (at least every 3rd month), charge the battery once per month at the
normal operation time to make sure the battery keeps it full capacity. Incorrect storage can damage the battery and

is not covered by warranty.

Use the correct charger for the battery. Charge the battery inserting the charger adapter into the charge port as
shown below:

6. SAFETY SWITCH CONTROLS

The ride-on tractor safety features are designed to restrict the engine running. It is important to be aware of the

safety conditions required for the engine to run.

When starting ensure the following:

- The operator must be seated on the ride-on seat.
- The blades should not be engaged.

- The brake should be fully engaged.

- The collector should be fitted.

Once running, note the following safety features:

- Leaving the ride-on seat will switch the engine off.

- Engaging reverse drive whilst the blades are running will cut the engine. Select the reverse cut lever
before starting to reverse whilst the mowing blades are working.

- Collector must be fitted and in the normal position for collection, whilst the blades are engaged,
otherwise the engine will cut out. Disengage the blades before tipping to avoid the engine cutting out.

A WARNING!

The safety switch features must be tested before operating the mower. Do not use the ride-on tractor if any safety
feature does not operate correctly. Contact your Cobra service centre for additional assistance.

This warranty covers all material or production failures, it does not include: defects from normal wear and tear, parts
such as, bearings, brushes, cables, air cleaning elements, brake pad, clutch disc, tyre, wheel, recoil starter rope, belts,
cutter blades, blade bosses, plugs, lubricant oils and grease or accessories. Damage or defects resulting from abuse,
accidents or alterations, natural fading of painted or plated surfaces, sheet peeling and other natural deterioration.

Any damage that occurs from the use of non-genuine Cobra parts will not be covered.
We reserve the right to reject any claim where the purchase cannot be verified or when it is clear that the product
was not maintained properly. (Clean ventilation slots, carbon brushes and serviced regularly)
